Approved Admission Rules for Special Stray Vacancy Round 

 Candidates who have been allotted seats in the Special Stray Vacancy Round must 

take admission on their allotted seats. If candidates do not join the allotted seats, their 

security money will be forfeited and they will become ineligible for further AYUSH-

UG counseling 2023 (Central/State/UT).  
 

 There is „NO FREE EXIT‟ in the Special Stray Vacancy Round of AACCC-UG 

counseling. 
 

 Further, if a candidate has participated in the Special Stray Vacancy Round by hiding 

the information that he/she is holding a seat allotted through any round of State/UT-

Ayush UG Counseling and he/she has been allotted a seat in the Special Stray 

Vacancy Round, in that case, appropriate action shall be initiated against the candidate 

for violating the directions of counseling issued by GoI/State/UT.
